Dear Mr. Allen:

I represent Harris County Water Control and Improvement District No. 50 (“District”)
which provides water, sanitary sewer and storm water drainage service within the boundaries of
the City of El Lago and within portions of the City of Taylor Lake Village and the City of
Seabrook. The City of El Lago contains approximately 1,000 homes which are located to the
north of Nasa Road 1. District Drainage for the majority of these homes carries storm water
south to drainage facilities including the TxDOT box culvert serving Nasa Road 1 as shown in
the exhibit enclosed herewith. It has recently come to the attention of the Board of Directors of
the District that a wooden bulkhead has been constructed across the TxDOT box culvert
discharge point into Clear Lake. The District experienced significant flooding during Hurricane
Harvey and has significant concerns regarding a downstream blockage which could impair the
operation of the District’s storm water drainage system. The District requests that TxDOT take

immediate action to ensure the removal of the downstream blockage to prevent future flooding in
the City of El Lago.
